Important Notes


It is our mission to provide an exciting, fair, and efficient competition for our students.  In order to ensure things run smoothly and that we end at an early time, we require that everyone work together.  Therefore, we kindly request that;

1. All Red and Black Belts (over the age of 16):
0. Are required to assist with the Judging and Refereeing.  
0. Those who do not assist the tournament with these duties will forfeit their privilege to compete, with no refund of any monies paid.
0. Must attend the Black Belt Meeting, 8:00 a.m. on the day of competition.  Those who do not attend will forfeit their privilege to compete, with no refund of any monies paid.

1. All referees and judges must wear official ITF dress;  
1. White Shirt, Blue Tie, Blue Pants, or an ITF Dobok.

1. This tournament will be run in accordance with the following Rules of Competition:
2. Black Belts 13+ years:        ITF Rules of Competition for Black Belts (2011).  
2. Coloured Belts:                  CTFI Coloured Belt Rules of Competition (2011 Draft)

1. Any disputes will be resolved by the CTFI Director of Umpires.

1. All mandatory safety equipment must be worn. Competitors without all required safety equipment will not be allowed to compete.
4. Mandatory Protection: 
      Helmets, Hands, Feet, Mouth-guard and Groin protection (males)

1. All ITF standard, protocols, and rules will be enforced. 

1. Tournament First Aid Staff has all final decisions as to injuries and competitor’s eligibility to continue in this competition.  

1. Tournament Host reserves the right to change, combine, add, or remove competition divisions (ranks, weights and ages) as necessary.  It is the competitor’s responsibility to be aware of their division of competition and to come forward to the competition area when their division is called. 

1. Please listen for the division and ring announcements.  Competitors who are not present when their division or match is called will forfeit their match, with no refund of any monies paid.

1. No Spectators (parents or friends) will be allowed on the competition floor.

1. Competition will continue throughout the day with NO stoppage for lunch.

1. There is NO food service available onsite, however there are many restaurants within a short walking distance of the college
        (McDonalds, Arby’s, Subway, Tim Horton’s, Moxies, Earl’s, Denny’s)

1. A hot catered lunch will be provided for all working officials, on a rotational basis.

1. Medals are to be awarded in the rings, at the end of each category.  There will be an awards podium located outside the gymnasium for photo opportunities.

1. There will be two 3rd place medals awarded.
All competitors will receive a certificate of participation.

1. Competitors may perform any pattern from White Belt up to and including their own rank. Competitors are not permitted to perform a pattern above their own current rank.
